between the average scores of the experimental group students who study
according to the strategy of generative learning and the average scores of the
control group students who study according to the traditional method in the
achievement of fifth grade students literary in the "Principles of Philosophy and
Psychology ".

The research sample was selected randomly, and by means of a random
drawing, the experimental group and the control group were selected from the
fifth-grade literary students, Al-Sadikiyah Secondary School for Boys; the
group (B) was chosen to be the experimental group who study the course by the
strategy of generative learning, they are (20) students, and group (A)
represented the control one who study the course by the traditional method, they
are (20) students too.

The experimental design with two groups, the control and the experimental,
was adopted randomly with two-test post-test, and to verify the hypothesis of
the research, an achievement test was prepared to obtain consisting of (30)
items, (20) of which are objective after extracting the apparent validity,
difficulty of the paragraphs, their discrimination, the effectiveness of false
alternatives and stability, and (10) Paragraphs of articles that have also extracted
the apparent sincerity and consistency of correction..

The experiment was applied by two lessons per week for each group. The
data were statistically analyzed using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences
Spss program using the t- and Class equation.

After applying the experiment, the results of the statistical analysis showed
that the experimental group outperformed the control group in academic
achievement. Therefore, the null hypothesis was rejected, and the alternative
hypothesis was adopted, which states that there is a statistically significant
difference at the level (0.05) in achievement, between the average of the
experimental group and the average of the control group, and in favor of the
experimental group that studies according to the strategy of generative learning.

Furthermore,
Harwood defines it as it is a system that can develop indefinitely towards the
greatest benefit to the human being and works to increase efficiency in
increasing resources, working on their permanence and balancing the
environment. Additionally, The International Union for the Protection of Nature
and Natural Resources' definition of Sustainability: Improving the quality of
human life within the possibilities available in the ecosystem. Jacobs sees that it
is a call for a new way of thinking and dealing more responsibly towards the
surrounding environment and this does not mean that there is a specific way to
achieve this, sustainability means consciously dealing with the environment and
natural resources and not just an equation or a recipe that is ready to survive [2].

Dimensions

Economic dimensions: Emerge through the development strategies that
reconcile the requirements of development and the preservation of natural and
environmental resources.

Environmental dimensions: Poor environmental management and its impact
on health and productivity have played a key role in the emergence of the
concept of sustainability through which ecological balance is achieved and the
environment is preserved from pollution.

Social dimensions: part of the concern for the human environment in terms of
social, psychological and civilization and achieving great progress.

Technological dimensions: Achieving sustainability requires the best forms of
technology that enable supplant sourcing of renewable and non-renewable
resources properly and efficiently [3].

Aims of Sustainability

future generations, and this necessitates the need to adopt the principle of
solidarity between generations when formulating development policies and this
Is imposed on governmental and non-governmental institutions in order to
contribute to the sustainability of the development process.

Previous Studies

The Al-Darb al-Asfar (Yellow Path) and Al-Darb al-Ahmar (Red Path)
neighbourhoods in Egypt, where the Yellow Path neighbourhood is located in
the historical Al-Jamalia neighbourhood of Cairo, extends from al-Musaki area
to Al-Jamalia Street, intersecting with Al-Mu'izz Fatimid street [7]. While the
Red Path neighbourhood is located on the eastern side of the World Heritage
Property, bordered by the north, the Al-Musuki neighbourhood, the Abdaain
neighbourhood, the Sayyida Zeinab neighbourhood, and the southern Al-
Khalifa neighbourhood, and to the east bordered by al-Nasr Road [7]. The goal
of the hot project was to develop a new method of preservation by restoring the
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monuments while improving the adjacent areas with the aim of integrating the
Impact in the surrounding community with the improvement of the physical life
around it and the rehabilitation and restoration of existing buildings in particular
and the neighbourhood completed in general and protecting buildings from the
damage caused by means of transportation and allocating them to pedestrians
and rehabilitating the infrastructure [8].

The goal of the Red Path project is to achieve local development by combining
social and economic initiatives with the aim of improving the physical
environment and the architectural and physical image of the neighbourhood, as
well as improving the quality of the neighbourhood, restoring monuments,
rehabilitation, upgrading housing and adaptive reuse of buildings while
preserving the architectural character and physical fabric of the area, developing
the area's infrastructure and open areas, achieving the attraction, raising the
environmental awareness of the neighbourhood residents, raising the efficiency
of local authorities, the private sector and volunteers [9].

The physical conservation project on the Moroccan city of Fez is one of the
most beautiful cities in the world, which is characterized by its physical and
architectural character from other cities in the world, with its Arab and
Andalusian character, representing 143 mosques, 7 schools and 64
archaeological fountains. The city consists of two cities with different planning
separated by a wide green belt as public gardens where the new city was created
to accommodate the physical and population growth of the old city of Fez,
which is different in its physical and architectural character from the old city
and is characterized by the radial planning that stems from a centre around
which the most important buildings were built such as the Mosque of the
Villagers and a group of squares and public library and its streets are
characterized by roofs and broken and on the sides of the shops of the old
markets of Fez and topped with old dwellings. Archaeological buildings such as
gates have been restored and repaired and restored and restored after they were
transformed into archaeological sites only [10].

Antiquities: The movable and immovable funds that he built, made, carved,
produced, wrote, painted or photographed by humans and not less than 200
years old, as well as human, animal and plant structures. Archaeological Sites:
these buildings or the rest of them show their components built more than 200
years ago and built in a previous era and models of that era that still remain or
rediscovered after being excavated in cultural sites that are scattered outside the
surrounding son of the contemporary city or are still located within its ancient
ruins in protected sites among contemporary cities [11].
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Monumental Categorisation

Categorised According to their Location [12]

Effects overlapping with physicalization: The reason for the overlap of the
effects with the physicalization is due to two main reasons, but because the
effect is within the elements of daily life and the activities of individuals in the
period of its development (mosques - temple - shrines - schools - houses -
agencies - baths... The main problem of the overlapping monuments and sites
with physicalization appears to be increasing and changing the intensity and
type of activities around the site they are as the following:

1. Full Overlap: this is an overlap of the effect that exists within physical
and rural communities and is surrounded by different buildings and activities,
leading to the problem of overlapping the daily activities of individuals with the
site of the impact and cultural tourism activities related to the existence of the
impact with the difficulty of protecting it [13].

2. Partial Overlap: this pattern of interference is shown in the first two
cases in the case of the effect that was in the previous period (the period of
construction) relatively far from the physicalization and the physicalization
began to advance and interfere with it in a certain direction or in the case of a
natural obstacle such as (desert land and rugged soil unfit for physical extension
water bodies... Etc.) or an abnormal obstacle (methods of mechanism of uses
that are not encouraging on the physical extension in its direction) limits
physical growth in the direction of the site [13].

Monuments not intertwined with physicalization: Most of the relics that were
not at the time of their construction include elements of the daily life of
individuals or do not fall within the framework of the daily uses of individuals
In the present era such as mosque, school or home such as archaeological tombs
or mass graves and sites of temples associated with the worship of a particular

God in ancient civilizations [14].

Categorised According to the Pattern of Distribution within
Physicalization:

This classification is based on the pattern of distribution of antiquities within the
archaeological physical area and the relationship of the relics around it, whether
constructed in the same era or in successive eras [13]:
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o Concentrated Sites: Includes the monument located in an area where a
number of archaeological buildings are concentrated (archaeological area).

o Scattered Sites: The monument, located within an physical area, includes
many scattered archaeological buildings.

Physical Heritage

The word heritage means what has been inherited and includes the transition
from the past to the future and in fact this legacy that people inherited from their
ancestors must be passed on to future generations, so the heritage of humanity
includes what previous civilizations inherited, whether in the aspect of thought,
philosophy, literature and culture, art, architecture and design, or in all aspects
of life in thought and application. Or all human beings, such as cities, villages,
neighbourhoods, buildings and gardens of archaeological, architectural,
architectural, economic, historical, scientific, functional or cultural value [15].

The Importance of Physical Heritage [16], [17]

The importance of the physical heritage of the community varies and its
importance can be summed up as follows:

Cultural Importance:

The cultural importance of physical heritage can be limited to temporal value,
identity, religious and functional value [16].

Social and Economic Importance:

Its final outcome will have economic benefits when these landmarks are used as
cultural resources in the tourism industry and tourism investment, which means
restoring life to historical sites and buildings and connecting communities to
their heritage and culture. With the possibility of using conservation areas such
as shrines, archaeological museums or cultural museums. Tourism has
contributed significantly to the economies of many countries, and tourism has
become one of the most important factors of economic development due to its
large return, the physical heritage [17].

Aesthetic and Scientific Importance:
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They are the most objective criterions for determining the importance and
through this value can explain the attraction of many people to the areas of
physical heritage and includes many architectural foundations and principles
that must be stood and measured to help develop the contemporary physical
environment at the level of cities, physical planning and the level of individual
buildings [17].

Rehabilitation

It is a reform measure to address the heritage areas that are at the beginning of
the decay and maintain a large proportion of the repairable physical structures in
order to restore stability and balance to those areas, and to secure the
requirements for continuity and flexibility in the future (as Benton knew) or is a
policy of improving and raising the physical and environmental level of the
physical fabric of the area under the control of the conservation that suffers

well as ensuring the recovery of the amounts spent on the building when
maintenance.

The conservation and rehabilitation process requires that it be efficient to raise
awareness of the importance of heritage at the community level, from academic
communities and universities, to scientific conferences and seminars, to
continuous dialogue to develop these mechanisms, to subject physical and
physical development projects to studies, analysis, evaluation, and the need to
promote development projects for physical and heritage areas in particular [19].

Rehabilitation Mechanism

There are three stages that may overlap with each other or precede each other
but they complement each other and the failure of any of these stages has a
negative role in reducing the efficiency of the building or perhaps judging it to
fail or not succeed and these stages are:

1. Maintenance and Restoration: This phase is based on surveys and
examinations that identify defects and defects in the architectural or
architectural heritage for the purpose of processing them after they are
documented for the purpose of improving the physical image of the heritage
externally and internally, but these treatments do not diminish the heritage value
of the heritage [20].

2. Choosing the Right job: Rehabilitation of physical and architectural
heritages requires the creation of buildings and planning units in functional
spaces that achieve the conditions of comfort, safety and belonging with an
integrated system of services. In rehabilitation, the task of choosing the
appropriate job does not have to leave the building to preserve it, and the
selection process is subject to several different factors and influences, and the
competent committee should adopt the process of preservation and
rehabilitation to balance them and take them into account starting with the
nature of the heritage and its internal spaces, size, distribution and extent of
absorption of new events as well as the historical and architectural value of the
heritage and so on. The most appropriate contemporary jobs chosen to
rehabilitate the heritages nominated for preservation are cultural functions
(museums, art galleries, art galleries, scientific and cultural centres... Etc.)
comes at the top of the list in the selected jobs because it prolongs the age of the
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heritage and does not cause damage to it in the future and is commensurate with
the historical roots and symbolic and architectural values of the heritages and
these jobs are cultural tourism followed by the educational jobs of educational
residential recreational commercial, health and industrial the industrial function
Is considered one of the most harmful jobs in inherited buildings and the
inherited physical fabric because of the resulting damage and cracks in the body
of the heritage that cause it to be lost and lost over time [19].

3. Space Modifications to Adapt the Chosen Function: These space
modifications include the removal or addition of elements because the
rehabilitation of the heritage requires the addition of electrical, health and
mechanical services adapted to the times that do not harm the heritage
environment or the treatment or modification of existing elements to adapt to
the inherited functional change and to meet the needs of users of the
rehabilitated architectural heritage, where the elements of the interior are
reorganized into certain space and visual patterns in order to respond to the new
use of space and contribute to the desired meanings and expressive
characteristics and in high harmony with the architectural character of the
heritage [21].

Standards for Preserving Inheritance

There are criteria recommended by physical specialists (physical planning and
design) to preserve the heritages and standards are [22] [23]:

1. Historical age: Where each city has its own planning components
stemming from its social, economic and technological variables... The age of
the physical heritage, including a building space (buildings), a non-building
space (open space) and the historical stage of the emergence of the heritage, is
also important in nominating an physical area without another for the purpose of
preserving, rehabilitating or parts of it.

2. Historic value: As a link between heritage and distinctive national,
historical or social events that belong to the city or the nation as a whole makes
it a special medium for preservation.

3. Homogeneity of the site: Where within the criteria the selection and
filtration of the physical and physical heritage side of the harmony between the
inherited architectural unit and the physical environment directly surrounding
the physical environment of the city as a whole and here exceeding the
minimum harmony gives the possibility and the necessity of choice and
nomination to maintain.
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4. Functional competence: A certain level of functional competence of the
inherited architectural unit must be exceeded and within the general functional
structure of its area in its physical fabric so that it is fit and qualified for
preservation and possibly rehabilitation as well.

5. Harmony of the site and the human era: it is necessary to exceed the
minimum harmony and harmony between the human and architectural periods
of the architectural unit or the physical treasury inherited as a whole so that it
qualifies it for life in this era and harmony with its requirements.

6. Economic aspect: Part of the criteria for the selection and nomination
process to preserve the legacy is related to the extent to which the process of
maintaining the possibility of increasing the productivity of the inherited unit
(built or open space) using contemporary planning technology and architecture
so as not to make the process of preservation a negative process or an economic
burden on those who adopt it and care about it.

7. Providing service supplies: It is necessary to provide service supplies in
the planning unit that is nominated to maintain, especially health services and
other services required by the era, depending on the function provided by the
inherited architectural unit or required of it, with the possibility of introducing
such supplies without negatively affecting the value of the historical,
architectural and aesthetic heritage.

The study also adds the importance of providing data, documents and

information that will make maintenance and maintenance a rigorous, efficient
and unhindered process that may result in a lot of unhindered understatement.

Alexander Papageorgiou emphasizes in his book Continuity & Change that the
process of selection and nomination for the preservation and rehabilitation of
the heritage is subject to the nature of the traditions, laws and requirements of
this society or that generates some differences by the criteria adopted in this
process or perhaps the degree of importance of one society to another, but it sets
general criteria and considerations in which the process of nominating
individual heritage buildings for preservation or rehabilitation is as follows [24]:

1. The building age: Since the construction time of the building the
historical stage represented and therefore its historical age has a large role
within these criteria and the greater the age of the building, the greater its
preservation value, but not in a poor construction state, makes the cost of
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preservation very high in addition to the difficulties and unsatisfactory results of
this process.

2. Historic value.

3. The homogeneity and importance of the site.

4, Architectural and aesthetic value.

5. Social aspect.

6. The architectural uniqueness of the building.

Alongside these criteria and considerations to achieve the efficient selection of

inherited models to be preserved and rehabilitated other technical and tactical
factors related to the costs of restoration and maintenance and the possibility of
conducting them in a manner that does not adversely affect the value of the
heritage building, as well as the accuracy of the information, data and
documents available about that inherited model, making the process of
preserving and rehabilitating accurate, easy, distinct and successful, as well as
the possibility of renovation and change in the inherited building, which
qualifies it for new use and a new function or possibly the previous use as a
method of maintaining it.

Conclusion

Physical heritage is very important and must be preserved and handed over to
future generations as people received it from previous generations, so it must be
preserved, rehabilitated and applied to the best standards through the formation
of a competent committee with high efficiency and the most appropriate
solutions inspired by the environmental, architectural and physical realities of
the building and its economic, social, environmental, historical and cultural
importance.

Section Four: Diyala Province

Diyala province is located in the north-eastern part of Irag, and the astronomical
site of Diyala is located between two northern latitudes of 35.60-33.3 and two
long lines 45.56-44.22 east of the Krinch line and an area of 17,685 thousand
square kilometres and represents a percentage of 1.4% Of the total area of Iraq
of 434,128 square kilometres, the province organizes six districts: Meqdadiya
and Al-Khalis, Khanven, Baladroz, Kfary, and the provincial centre of Baquba
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district and thirteen districts with a population of 1548,000 with a population of
89.6 people/km2 [25].

Archaeological and Heritage sites in Diyala Province

Diyala province contains many archaeological and heritage sites there are 925
archaeological sites dating back to the periods of history dating back to the sixth
century BC where there are 20 small cities, 20 large city cities and about 67
villages dating back to the pre-slave era as It contains 12 khans and 12 folklore
heritage sites as well as 44 sites of residences for the good parents and sacred
religious shrines, some of which date back to the Abbasid era and the
monuments of the province and its heritage are characterized by harmony with
the physical fabric that distinguishes it from the rest of the provinces of the
country and thus count A wealth to preserve if it is properly exploited, so it
must be preserved, maintained and rehabilitated [26]. The sites include:

1. Al-Edhaim Dam: an ancient stone dam built in the Sassanid period and
located at the confluence of the borders of Baghdad and Diyala provinces in the
north of al-Khalis, part of a late Abbasid-designed narrative project [27].

2. Tal Ajerb: an old hill located in the south of Bahriz, 20 km east of Tal
Asmar and south of Canaan district, 60 km away, is a remnant of a Sumerian
and Akkadian city [28].

3. Tal Asmar: located 80 km north of Baghdad and 35 km from Baquba
south of Bahriz, a remnant of the historic Sumerian city of Ashnuna, the River
Al-Hawiel was watering this city and was excavated in 1929 by a US Mission.

4.  The city of Abra: A city of Abbasia about 44 km south of Buhrez, 70 km
between Diyala and Kut provinces in the area of Beleduz, where its location lies
in the desert, 6 km east of Baghdad and extends along the left bank of the old
river about 5 km and the walls of its houses and some of its monuments are still
standing [29].

5. Aznadan: - It is one of Khosrow’s palaces located near Jijan village 20
km from Meqdadiya and has a huge rectangular shape with 12 towers and it is
mentioned as a prison in the Persian era.

6. The Khanagin Arcade (Khanagin Bridge): A bridge connecting the two
sides of the region and dating back to the Abbasid period and it is still function
[30].

7. Historic Buhrez Arcade: Located inside the city of Buhrez on the River
Khreisan (formerly Jalwala) consisting of two openings and dating back to the
Abbasid era.

8. The city of Daskra in Meqdadiya: is a huge wall with a length of 150 m
each side and is located 4 km from Meqdadiya.

9. Tal Hermel: Located in the southeast of Baghdad and surrounded by a 5-
meter-thick wall, which is one of the hills of the Kingdom of Eshnunna and in
Babylonian is called the (Shadowubm) meaning the house of money or the
Diwan of the account.

10. Tal Ashjali: Located south-east of Tal Khafaji, 3 miles away, its location
dates back to the ancient city of Tritim and dates back to the beginning of the
second millennium BC and there is the Temple of the god Kettim, the temple of
the god Shimish and a host of different cuneiform tablets.

11. Tal Dhabba'i: Located opposite Tal Hermel near New Baghdad, hundreds
of cuneiform plates of great importance were found in the study of the country's
civilizations.

12.  The remains of the Hamreen Basin: Stretching over an area of 450 km?
and contains more than 70 sites, including Tal Salima, which is located 3 km
southwest of Al-Saadi suburb, and has been uncovered on stores and an oval
building dating back to the dawn of dynasties as well as The Hill of Arshida
near the Diyala River, 18 km from the district of Jalwala, which is a terrace
dating back to the Farthi era and the Tal Al-Zawia, which is located 8 km to the
west of Al-Saadiah, in addition to other hills, including Tankur, Rasheed, Tal
Abbada, Al-Raihan, Ababirah, and other sites in the province, such as the Al-
Sabagan ganat area in Al-Meqdadiya, the Crystal, the Cree Monsters, the Sofid
Castle, and the remains of a cemetery for the victims of the Polish army in
World War II.
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Like the rest of the Iraqi provinces, Diyala province has lived the past by its
advantages and disadvantages and has passed through many calamities and
trials still stuck in the mind and its traces remain represented by the old
neighbourhoods of Baquba, which is characterized by its narrow alleys, which
overlook the doors of heritage houses with wooden shawls, which are
characterized by the beauty and accuracy of their manufacture. In addition to
khans such as Khan Al-Shabander, established in 1926 by Haj Mahmoud
Shabander in an area of 6 square kilometres, which is considered the largest of
the khans.

Khan Bani Saad, which is 25 km from the centre of the province on the old
Baghdad road, Khan al-Lulwa (pearl khan), which was demolished, Khan Daly
Abbas, where Mazizer the explorer stayed overnight, Khan al-Birwa and Saeed
Effendi. In addition to many of the khans that turned into shops, such as the
Khan of Haj Razuoqgi, Khan Mahmoud Hilmey, Khan Abdulgadir Effendi, and
the Khan of Awgqaf. Baquba city also has a two-storey heritage hotel with a
central square overlooking a series of doors and windows. It also includes the
Saraai, which was built during the Ottoman era and was rehabilitated in 1932
[31].
